The following documents are required for applying the Student Pass in Malaysia:-

1) 1 copy official letter of offer by the University

2) Two certified photocopies of International Passport

3) Two recent passport size photographs D T et
4) Those students who had accepted an admission offer from the other universities in

Malaysia, kindly inform us and attach a release letter from the: respective university.

For students holding student passes from other institutions, please ensure that the
student passes are cancelled or the period shortened accordingly. T

Personal Bond

The Immigration Authority of Malaysia requires the University of Malaya to sign a Personal Bond
on behalf of the candidate, binding the -University for the said sum. To comply with this
requirement, the University requires a candidate to lodge with the University the said sum for the
purpose of the personal bond. This money will be returned to the candidate on completion of
his/her programme or upon withdrawal from his/her programme of study in this University. if
applicable, on condition that there is no violation of any provision of the Immigration Ordinance
1959 (F.M. 12 of 1969( and Immigration Regulations, 1963 (F.L.N. 228/63). Please refer to the
